The purpose of the green audit is to
systematically identify, quantify, and analyse the environmental diversity and challenges the campus
faces. In today's rapidly urbanizing world, environmental degradation has become a significant issue,
and this audit aims to address these problems at local, regional, and global levels by promoting ecological
balance.
Key Initiatives and Projects:

1. Green Campus Programs
The NSS and Eco Club have led efforts to promote a "Green Campus." Various activities include:
Tree plantation: The College has undertaken tree plantation drives in its campus and nearby village.
Identification and naming of plants were carried out.
Water conservation and waste management: The College has introduced practices for water conservation
and effective waste management. Extension lectures, rallies and poster making competition were
organised for Awareness among students.

2. Eco-friendly Activities
The students of the Eco Club organized several programs that promote an environmentally friendly
atmosphere, such as:
Installation of bird bath and bird feeders, in the campus.
Conducting awareness programs on eco-friendly ventures, including tree plantation drives and the
creation of seasonal plants.
Organizing rallies and campaigns to educate people about planting trees to combat deforestation.

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"Future Plan for Sustainable Development Based on Green Audit Recommendations 2023-24""

Based on the recommendations of the Green Audit Committee, the college is preparing a future plan
focused on energy conservation, sustainable transportation, recycling initiatives, herbal gardens, and

increased environmental awareness through field visits and awareness programs.

The college’s future plan focuses on enhancing sustainability and environmental consciousness through
a variety of initiatives. Awareness campaigns will be conducted to educate students, faculty, and staff
about energy-saving practices, such as turning off lights and electronics when not in use, utilizing
energy-efficient appliances, and minimizing unnecessary power consumption. To further support this,
the college will implement energy conservation policies that promote behaviours like switching off non-
essential lights and equipment after hours and using power strips to easily disconnect multiple devices.
Additionally, there is a need to organize more awareness programs on sustainable transportation, along
with the installation of charging stations for electric vehicles (EVs) on campus. Given the significant
amount of paper waste generated, the college plans to establish a small paper recycling unit to manage
and reduce this waste. Moreover, the college will work on signing MOUs with e-waste recycling units
to ensure proper disposal and recycling of electronic waste. To promote environmental education, a
herbal garden featuring medicinal plants will be developed to teach students about home remedies for
common ailments. Lastly, the number of field visits and botanical garden tours will be increased to raise
awareness among students about biodiversity and sustainability, fostering a more environmentally
